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On the 1st December 2017  
the Parish will celebrate the  

Diamond Jubilee of the  
Church of the Holy Child.   

The Church was first mentioned in 
the Irish Catholic Directory in 1942 
as a Chapel of Ease in the Parish of 
Glasnevin.   In 1944 Holy Child  
became a Parish in own right.  The 
actual Church of the Holy Child 
was a temporary structure known 
as the ‘Tin Church’ and was  
situated on the Green in Larkhill.   
The Parish was known as Larkhill 
Parish.  The present Church of the 
Holy Child was blessed on  
Sunday, 1st December 1957 by the 
late Most Rev. Dr. McQuaid,  
Archbishop of Dublin.  The 
Church with accommodation for 
over 1750 people, was built in red 
brick with granite dressings and 
cost €170,000. 
 

To celebrate the Diamond  
Jubilee the Parish is compiling a 
booklet.  We are looking for  
photos especially from 1957,  

Baptisms, Weddings, First  
Communions, Confirmations 
etc.  If you have any old photos 
from around that time would 
you be willing to lend them to 
us?  They would be returned as 
soon as we copied them. 
 

To celebrate this important  
occasion we will be organising a 
very special Mass later in the 
year with the emphasis on the 
young people in our Parish  
particularly those preparing for 
the Sacraments of First Holy 
Communion and Confirmation. 
 

Obviously we  
expect our  
annual Parish 
Pilgrimage to 
Lourdes in 
this special 
Jubilee year to 
be heavily booked so as to avoid  
disappointment early booking is 
essential.
